This 14-day journey integrates faith exploration, historical
investigation, cultural exchange, and team-building for North
American Chinese youth. Participants will explore mainstream
American faith culture and Chinese heritage faith culture
through travel, learning, and cross-cultural interactions.

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Aug11(pay 1): The Light of Departure | Legacy and Mission

Location: Herald Blooming Garden

Morning: Opening ceremony with theme inspiration: "Expand Your Vision, Let
Life Flow."

Afternoon: Icebreaker: "Paper Ball Introduction"—Write three facts about
yourself, crumple into a ball, and guess whose is whose.

Team activity: "Life Maze"—Navigate a cardboard maze with nodes featuring
Bible characters (e.g., Jacob, King David). Draw a picture at each node and find
the exit.

Evening: Group sharing: "Life Nodes and Choices."

Challenge Task: Write personal spiritual goals to review at camp’ s end.
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Aug12(pay 2): The Light of Struggle | Becoming a Hero Through
Him

Location: Herald Blooming Garden

Morning: Flag Football Match (Mixed teams championship)

Afternoon:Movie Screening: Chariots of Fire Tea Break Discussion

Course Study: "Run with purpose, not aimlessly; fight, not like one beating the
air." With direction, crises become opportunities, and with a set course, there
is light before your steps.

Challenge Task: Share a difficulty you want to overcome but haven’ t been

able to. Have your group pray for you in the garden.
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Aug13pay3: Light of Faith | With Him Before Me, |
Can Scale a Wall

Location: Herald Blooming Garden
Morning: Faith Frontier — The Wilderness Challenge

A group-based wilderness simulation challenge combining orienteering and
faith-themed tasks. Each completed challenge earns a flag, leading to the final
symbolic act of reaching the Promised Land.

Stations & Tasks:

Crossing the Red Sea:Two participants form a team—one is blindfolded and
guided only by the other’ s voice through a marked obstacle path. Upon
completion, they earn one flag.

Wilderness Survival:Groups search for ping-pong balls marked as “Manna.”
Collect five manna to complete the challenge and earn one flag.

United in One Spirit:Four participants do a 100-meter three-legged race (tied
together). Finish successfully to receive one flag.

Promised Land:Using a red rope, tie all five “manna” balls to branches of a
tree. Earn the final flag, then plant your team’ s flag on the hillside as a
symbol of triumph!

Award Ceremony: Winning teams receive small prizes

Afternoon: Meadow Picnic & Reflection Time

Lay out picnic mats, enjoy sweet treats and refreshments under the trees. Each
participant writes down:

The most meaningful moment from the morning



One sentence of encouragement for a teammate, to be shared in circle time.
Evening: Faith in Action — Teaching & “Light of Faith” Ceremony
Theme: “With You, | can scale a wall." (Psalm 18:29)

The mentor teaches: “Faith is not just belief—it is action.”

Reflective prayer and sharing time.
Bonfire Worship Gather around the fire for praise and worship under the
stars, offering up songs of gratitude. The glow of the fire symbolizes the light

of faith burning even in dark seasons.

from the Amish

in activities such as milking
cows or feeding small
animals. Enjoy a traditional
Amish farm lunch before

departing.

Afternoon: Return to the
lodging, rest, and attend Sunday worship.

Evening: Group discussion: "What should Christians ‘guard,’ and how should
we live in freedom?"

Challenge Task: Compare the lifestyles of Jewish people and the Amish,

discussing the meaning of true freedom and perseverance in life.
